Before assistance was obtainable
the lower parts of her dress were in flames, and her lower extremities
and body were burnt in so frightful a manner as to cause her death,
FrarroL O AT THE RAILWAY STATION.
—On Thursday morning, shortly after nive o'clock, an accident which
r-sulted in the instantaneoas death of three men, and severe if not fatal
injuries to two others, occurred at the London and North-Western
Railway Station, New street, Birmingham. The corrugated iron roof
of the station inside, and the iron girders and rods which support the
roof, -are being fresh painted. Close to the roof, scaffolding bad been
fixed at & height of about m:? feet from the level of the rails beneath.
When the workmen from breakfast, six of them ascended the
ladder which led to the scaffold, and sll six ventured together upon
the same plank.

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Mr GLAISHER'S ACCOUNT OF THE LATE HieH BaLLoON
ASCENT AT WOLVERHAMPTON.—On the earth at 1h. 3m. the tempera-
ture of the air was 59 deg., at the height of one mile it was 39 deg.,
and shortly afterwards we entered a cloud of about 1,100 feet in thick-
ness, in which the temperature of the air fell to 36} deg., and the wet
bulb thermometer read the same, showing that the air here was satu-
rated with moisture. On emerging from the cloud at 1h. 17m. we
came into a flood of light, with a beaatifal blue sky, without a clond
above us, and a magnificent sea of cloud below, its surface being varied
with endless bil's, billocks, mountain chsins, and many snow white
‘masses rising from it. I here tried to take a view with the camera,
but we were rising with too r-pidi;y, and going round and round
too quickly to enable me to do so; the flood of light, however, was so
great, that all I should have needed would bave been 8 momentary
exposure, as Dr Hill Norris had kindly fornished me with extremely
sen-itive dry plates for the hen we reached two miles in
beight, at 1h. 21m., the temperature had fallen to the freezing poiut.
‘We were three miles high at 1h. 28m., with a temperature of 18 deg. ;
at 1b. 39m. we had reached four miles, and the temperature was 8
deg. ; in ten minutes more we bad reached the fifth mile, and the
temperature bad below zero. and then read minus 2 deg., and at
this point no dew was observed on Regnault’s Hygrometer when cooled
down to minus 30 deg.

THE A or C. died on day "fd
eighty-two. He was born at Kenilworth, of which parish his father
was vicar in 1780. He was educated at Eton, and at Kiog’s College,
Cambridge, where he graduated in 1803. In the same year he was
;mhined. In 1817 he 'Idl ‘:ppointed col fellow of Eton, and in the fol-
lowing year was presente the College to the rectory of Maple-
dlll‘hl-l‘ll{ near Rel;ding, whi{h he held until 1828, when he lv)vn
presented to & canonry in Durbam Cathedral. In 1828, on the removal
of Bishop Blomfield to London, Dr Summer was appointed Bishop of
Chester, and in 1848, on the d.ath of Dr Howley, was translated to
the Archbishopric of Canterbury. The late Primate married, in 1823,
Mary Anne, gl of Captain G. R.A., of Edinburgh;
and by this lady (who died in 1829) had issue two sons and two
daughters. The elder son, the Rev. J. H. R. Sumner, M.A., of
Trinity College, Cambridge, is now rector of Bishopshourne, Kent;
and the younger, R. G. M. Sumner, was called to the bar in 1853. Of
the daughters, one, married to the Rev. J. Thomas, rector of Allbal-
lows, Barking, died last year; the second married Mr Wilson, a mer-
chant. The Archbishop's health had been failing for some time. A
severe illness last year entirely incapacitated him from duty; and &
succession of epileptic fits which commenced some time back, rendered
necessary his removal to Addington, where he died.
